Glass cuts better when kept in a warm dry workshop. If kept in a cold/cool environment it will be brittle and tend not to cut cleanly!!!!! Do not score line more than once as glass cutter will be damaged and glass will not cut well.

We would not suggest you use 2mm glass for pictures larger that 3x4ft.
